The palate shows rich plummy bright red fruits, and long,  
savoury tannins adding complexity. 

Vintage The 2013 vintage was our earliest and one of the driest 
and quickest for many years. The weather remained warm 
to hot throughout but without any extended heat waves 
and the  unusually small crop has produced highly  
coloured, richly structured red wines destined for many 
years in the cellar - an outstanding red wine vintage. 

Vineyards 

Winemaking The grapes are individually vinified to the completion of 
fermentation. Following blending of the varietals the wine 
is matured in new and old French and American  
hogsheads for 12 months.
